INVITATION FOR SUBMISSION OF SEALED BIDS FOR
THE PURCHASE OF A TINY HOUSE WITH TRAILER FROM THE
NORTH MONTCO TECHNICAL CAREER CENTER

Invitation for Sealed Bids. The Construction Trades students of the North Montco Technical Career
Center (the “Career Center” or “School”) have constructed a tiny house presently located on the site of
the Career Center. The Career Center invites the submission of sealed bids for the purchase of the tiny
house and trailer under the terms and conditions of this “Invitation for Submission of Sealed Bids.”

Minimum Bid. The Career Center will not consider any bids less than $7,200.00. Regardless of the
amount of the bid, the Career Center may reject the bid as provided for in paragraph 6.

Submission of Sealed Bids. All bids must be submitted on the bid form attached at the end of this
invitation. All bids must be submitted in sealed envelope clearly marked on the outside “Sealed Bids for
Tiny House and Trailer.” The envelope must be mailed or delivered to Jeri Reinking, Business
Manager, North Montco Technical Career Center, 1265 Sumneytown Pike, Lansdale, PA 19446.
Whether mailed or hand-delivered, the sealed envelope containing the bid must be in the hands of the
Business Manager by no later than 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, August 3, 2021. Mailed by such date and
time is not sufficient. The bid must be received by such time and date. All bids must be for a single,
stated, fixed dollar amount, and no bid shall be conditioned upon the receipt or non-receipt of other bids,
dependent upon the amount of any other bid, or for a stated amount over any other bid.

Sales Tax. The buyer agrees to pay 6% state sales tax based on the total bid amount.

Deposit Required with Bid. There must be submitted with the sealed bid, in the same envelope, a bid
deposit in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the bid by personal check payable to the North Montco
Technical Career Center.

If the bid is accepted, the check will be cashed by the School as a deposit on the purchase price and an
assurance that the balance will be paid and that the successful bidder will comply with the terms and
conditions of this Invitation for Sealed Bids. If the successful bidder (hereafter sometimes referred to as
“Buyer”) fails to comply with the obligations hereunder, or fails to pay the balance due as required by
these terms, the amount paid may be retained by the School as liquidated damages, in which event the
sale will be cancelled and the School shall be free to resell the tiny house and trailer, retaining the
amount of the deposit check as damages, which the bidder by submitting a bid agrees is reasonable.
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Alternatively, the School may bring the appropriate legal action necessary to compel the successful
bidder to consummate the transaction. All checks submitted by bidders other than the successful bidder
will be returned by mail to the bidder submitting same at the address set forth on the bid within five (5)
days after acceptance of a bid; provided, however, that the School reserves the right to retain the deposit
submitted by another acceptable bidder until such time as the transaction has been completed with the
successful bidder.

Opening of Bids. Bids will be opened and publicly read in the Administrative Conference Room at the
North Montco Technical Career Center at 12:00 noon on Monday, July 12, 2021. All bids shall remain
open for a period of thirty (30) days from such date, and are subject to acceptance by the School at any
time prior to the expiration of that 30-day period.

Right to Waive Irregularities and to Reject Any or All Bids. The Career Center reserves the right to
waive any irregularities in bidding and further expressly reserves the right to reject any or all bids for
any reason or for no reason at all, without limitation. To reemphasize, the School is not obligated to
accept any bid and may reject all bids and solicit new bids or sell the tiny house and trailer in some other
manner.

Inspection of Tiny House and Trailer. The tiny house and trailer are available for inspection at the
School during normal school hours by appointment. By submitting a bid, the bidder acknowledges that
he or she has full inspected the tiny house and trailer, is satisfied with same, and accepts on an as-is
basis. Inspections may be arranged by contacting Joshua Bradigan at 215-368-1177 ext 160.

Delivery and Set Up. Buyer shall be solely responsible for transporting the tiny house and trailer from
the School. All charges for delivery, setup and finish work shall be the Buyer’s responsibility. The
amount of the bid does not include the costs of delivery, set up, or finish work.

Risk of Loss. Risk of loss passes to the Buyer when transport begins at the Career Center property. The
hauler shall be fully responsible for the preparation for transport and must provide the School with
evidence of liability insurance coverage prior to commencement of any work at the School. The Career
Center shall not be responsible for damage during transit or preparation for transit.

No Warranties. The Career Center is selling the tiny house and trailer in their existing condition at the
time bids are received, and the Career Center extends no warranties whatever, express, implied, or
otherwise. No employee, agent or representative of the School is authorized to make any representation
or warranty on behalf of the School. There is no warranty of habitability, marketability, no defects or
fitness for a general purpose or for a particular purpose, express or implied, all of which are hereby
expressly disclaimed. Buyer must rely solely on Buyer’s inspection.

Included in Sale. The bid to be made shall be for both the tiny house and trailer.
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Compliance with Laws. It is solely the Buyer’s responsibility to comply with all laws, rules and
regulations necessary for the delivery and setup of the tiny house and trailer. Included in this
requirement is the requirement that Buyer must comply with all zoning laws, subdivision laws, deed
restrictions, environmental laws, and the like.

Taxes. The Buyer shall be responsible for any and all taxes, if any, that may due any local, state or
federal government agency as a result of this transaction.

Additional Buyer Responsibilities. Buyer has full responsibility for site selection, all finish work and
all other requirements.

Timing of Pickup. Pickup of the tiny house and trailer must be made on a regular business day of the
School. The Career Center must be notified five (5) days in advance of the date the tiny house and
trailer are to be picked up. The tiny house and trailer must be picked up within thirty (30) days of the
award of the bid.

Final Payment. Final payment must be made of the full amount of the balance due to the Career Center
by cashier’s check drawn on a solvent bank acceptable to the Career Center and made payable to the
North Montco Technical Career Center. Such payment must be delivered to the Business Manager prior
to start of pickup preparation, but no later than thirty (30) days following acceptance of the Buyer’s bid.
If payment is not made as herein provided, or if the Buyer shall otherwise default in Buyer’s obligations,
then the Career Center can terminate the award of the bid, retain the deposit check as liquidated
damages, and resell the tiny house and trailer in such as the Career Center shall decide with no further
obligation whatever to Buyer, in addition to exercising all other rights and remedies of the Career Center
at law and/or under equity. '

Other Provisions.

(a) Regardless of whether the Buyer proposes to place the tiny house and trailer on a site within or
outside Pennsylvania, Buyer assumes all responsibility for obtaining any necessary state, federal, or
local certificates required to locate the tiny house in the state involved. The School shall have no
liability or responsibility as to same and Buyer agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold the School and
its employees, agents, representatives, students, successors, and assigns harmless of and from any
and all liability, losses, costs and expenses, including reasonable legal expenses, arising out of or in
connection with same.

(b) Buyer, by submitting a bid, intends to and shall be legally bound hereto, and his successors and
assigns shall be legally bound. Upon acceptance of a bid, the Career Center, its successors and
assigns, shall be legally bound in accordance with the terms of this Invitation for Submission of
Sealed Bids.

(c) All of the terms and conditions of this sale are expressed in this Invitation for Sealed Bids, and the
terms thereof shall not be carried by any oral conversations, discussions, letters, or otherwise, except
by formal action approving changes hereto by the Career Center Joint Operating Committee.

(d) Regardless of where the bid is executed, the bid shall be deemed to have been executed, and the
obligations arising out of this Invitation for Sealed Bids and any bid shall be deemed to have arisen,
in Montgomery County, Pennsylvania. This Invitation shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

(e) Exclusive jurisdiction and venue for any action arising out of the breach of the terms of this
Invitation for Sealed Bids, or arising out of or in any way connected with the sale of this tiny house
and trailer by the Career Center to the Buyer, with the enforcement of any obligations of the Career
Center or Buyer, or with respect to the interpretation of this Invitation for Submission of Sealed Bids
or in the interpretation of any obligations of the Career Center or Buyer shall be vested exclusively
in the Court of Common Pleas of Montgomery County, Pennsylvania (and in the appellate courts of
Pennsylvania and in the event of an appeal therefrom), and the Career Center and Buyer by
submitting a bid agrees to submit to jurisdiction and venue in said court for such purposes.

(H Time is of the essence with respect to this sale and all matters related thereto.

(g) The buyer hereby releases and agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the School and its
employees, agents, representatives, students, successors and assigns from and against any and all
claims, damages, liability, fines, charges, actions, suits, causes of action, costs, expenses (including
attorney fees and court costs) and debts incurred by or asserted against the School and/or its
employees, agents, representatives, students, successors and assigns with respect to or arising from:
(1) any breach of any representation, warranty, covenant, or agreement herein by Buyer, (ii) the
condition, delivery, set-up, installation, use of occupancy of the tiny house, (iii) any losses incurred
by any of the foregoing parties as a result of the negligence or willful misconduct of Buyer, its
agents, contracts or employees, and (iv) any defects in material or performance by the School or its
students following delivery of the tiny house.

TINY HOUSE SPECIFICATIONS:

House Measures 24’ 9” long by 7° 8” wide

From grade to peak of the roof measures 12° 6”

Interior dimensions are 23” 8 %" long by 6’ S” wide

The house subfloor was insulated prior to construction.

The exterior finish is tongue and groove knotty pine sealed with flood.

Two sliding windows are installed as well as two full view entry doors.

All doors, windows and fascias are capped with PVC black aluminum capping
Roofing was installed over tar paper. Three tab GAF shingles were used.
Trailer is a dual axle Tumbleweed Tiny House trailer equipped with stabilization jacks (26™).
House is equipped with a breaker box and an exterior generator connection.
No insulation work has been completed on the frame and/or ceiling.

No interior finishes have been installed nor has any rough plumbing and/or electrical.
